Entry Criteria

To be eligible to apply for Toia ki Waipapa,
you must be Maori. To gain admission to
the programme you will need to have:

- Gained NCEA Level 2 Certificate or its equivalent

- Achieved the literacy and numeracy requirements for
University Entrance

- Completed Year 13 at a New Zealand secondary school (or its
equivalent) in the calendar year in which you apply for entry.

A personal interview is part of the selection process. This will be
conducted either in person or online.

Acceptance into Toia ki Waipapa does not imply that your later
application for admission to any other University programme will
necessarily be accepted. However, we will work with you in order
to transition you successfully.
