Regulations:





7.	The Scholarship will be paid [Examples: as a tuition/compulsory fees credit, as a fortnightly stipend, in one lump sum] in one instalment in the first semester or two instalments: one in the first, and one in the second semester.


The Scholarship may be concurrently held with any other award or grant as long as a) the terms of that award or grant permit and b) the University of Auckland Council is informed and approves.


The University of Auckland Council, in consultation with the Donor, has the power to terminate or suspend a Scholarship if it receives an unsatisfactory report on the progress of a Scholar from the Director/Head of the Department of _________________.


[this clause is not applicable if the award is paid in one lump sum. Tuition fees are normally loaded on the   students invoice -50% for semester one and 50% for semester two & therefore retrievable up to November].


The University of Auckland Council is not obliged to make an award if in any year there is no candidate of sufficient merit.


The University of Auckland has the power to amend or vary these Regulations, in consultation with the Donor, provided that there is no departure from the main purpose of the Scholarship.

Other points to consider:


From 2007 all applications will be by form only, any letters/statements required will be included as part of the application process. This is because we require a cover sheet giving full applicant details etc plus bank detail forms and signed declarations.


Once scholarship regulations are approved by the Board of Graduate Studies, a copy of the agreement between the Donor and the University must be forwarded to the Scholarships Office with details of where the funds are to be held or if an invoice is required.


Where possible please encourage the Donor to provide the monies up front and advise that annual reconciliations/statements will be provided accordingly.
