3. The Prize will be awarded each year to the student who attains the highest overall mark in the course ENGGEN 403.

4. The Prize will be awarded by the University of Auckland Council on the recommendation of the Dean of Engineering
(or nominee).

5. In the event of a tie, the Dean of Engineering (or nominee) shall determine if the Prize may be shared.

6. The University of Auckland Council has the power to amend or vary these regulations provided that there is no
departure from the main purpose of the Prize.
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
