This partnership with Taylors University allows students studying the
Bachelor of Education (Hons) at Taylor’s University to transfer either to
the Bachelor of Education (TESOL) or the Bachelor of Early Childhood
Studies offered at the University of Auckland after just one year.

This partnership will support graduates of the Diploma in Early Childhood
Education offered at SEGi College Subang Jaya to enter directly into the
second year of the University of Auckland’s Bachelor Early Childhood
Studies degree programme.

Shanghai Normal University, China

Our partnership with Shanghai Normal University will enable Bachelor of
Education (Pre-school Education) students at Shanghai Normal University
to enter directly into the second year of the Bachelor of Early Childhood
Studies programme after just one and a half years**.

If you decide to pursue a teaching career in New Zealand, you can gain
registration by adding a one-year Graduate Diploma in Teaching (Early
Childhood Education) or Graduate Diploma in Teaching (Primary).
Alternatively, graduates of this programme could also consider a number
of different master programmes at the University, including a Master of
Education or Master of Arts.
