Nestled amongst pohutukawa trees, the Epsom Campus is just a 
10-minute drive from the hustle and bustle of the city.

If you have completed a qualification 
not listed on our website, we will assess your application on an individual 
basis. You must also meet our undergraduate English language requirements.

Special Admission
If you are over 20 years of age on the first day of the semester you plan to 
commence study, are a New Zealand or Australian citizen or permanent 
resident and have no formal University Entrance qualification, you may be 
eligible for Special Admission.

Discretionary Entrance
If your Year 12 results are exceptional, you are aged under 20, are a 
New Zealand or Australian citizen or permanent resident and do not 
hold a University Entrance qualification, you can apply for admission by 
Discretionary Entrance. You must have National Certificate of Educational 
Achievement (NCEA) Level 2 or higher. You will be assessed on your 
academic background and a recommendation from your school principal.

Undergraduate Targeted Admission Scheme (UTAS)
The University has a range of admission schemes to improve access to higher 
education for equity groups. UTAS is the University’s Undergraduate Targeted 
Admission Scheme for eligible Māori and Pacific applicants, applicants from 
refugee backgrounds, applicants with disabilities, or applicants from low 
socio-economic backgrounds. For the purposes of UTAS, low socio-economic 
background applicants are school leavers from a decile 1–3 school. UTAS 
reserves a number of places in our undergraduate programmes for such 
students who have met the University Entrance standard but do not meet the 
guaranteed entry score for the programme of their choice.
