PRE-OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS ENDING OPERATIONS AND CLEANING UP

OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS

v During operation

v' Before making adjustments or before cleaning
swarf accumulations, switch off and bring the
machine to a complete standstill.

Feed downwards at a sufficient rate to keep
the drill cutting.

Use cutting fluid when drilling metals.

Feed with care as the drill breaks through the
underside of the work.

Use a safe working posture.
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
