Entrapment X Do not apply power to the robots while people
Robot striking body parts are in the Kuka cell.
Robot striking objects X Do not enter the cell when robots are armed.
Electrical shock X Do not use the robots if they are damaged.
X Do not allow untrained people to use the robots.
X Do not attempt to repair the robots and
associated equipment if you have not been
trained.
