POTENTIAL RISKS DON’Ts

PRE-OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS
Locate and ensure you are familiar with all
machine operations and controls.

Comply with material safety data sheets for
the paints and solvents being used.

Ensure all safety devices are fitted, secure and
functional.

Check that the primary spray booth filters are
in sound condition.

Check hoses and fittings are in good condition
and are properly connected.

Check that the air pressure regulator and
pressure gauge operates.

Start the fume extraction unit before using the

eguipment.
PERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS

Close water drain tap on regulator liquid traps.

Adjust pressure regulator to suit work
requirements.

Place the workpiece in a position where you
have the spray between yourself and the
exhaust fan.

ENDING OPERATIONS AND CLEANING UP

v" Turn off the fume extraction unit once mists
and vapours disperse.

v" Ensure solvents and paints are stored in an
approved storage facility.

v Keep the work area in a safe, clean and tidy
state.
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
