VACUUM FORMER 

PRE-OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS 
 Check that the plastic sheet is tightly fixed in 

the frame. 
 Before turning the machine on, check that 

there is nothing on top of the grid. 
 Check that the vacuum is working. 

 
OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS 
 Make sure you are not overheating the 

material. Timer can be set. 
 Let the material cool before removing it. 

 
ENDING OPERATIONS AND CLEANING UP 
 Switch off the machine 
 Leave the machine in a clean and tidy 

condition
