Ensure other people are protected from flashes
by closing the curtain to the welding bay or
erecting screens.

v/ Start the fume extraction unit before
beginning to weld.

OPERATIONAL SAFETY CHECKS

v" Ensure machine is correctly set up for current,
voltage, wire feed and gas flow.

v" Ensure work return earth cables make firm
contact to provide a good electrical connection.

v Take care to avoid flashes.
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
