The presentation you give at the Provisional-Year Review Meeting fulfils the requirement on this mandatory goal. However, you are encouraged to also present at other occasions throughout the provisional year.

· Ethics approval/s and/or permissions obtained for the research (if required).

· Attendance at one of the Doctoral Skills Programme Induction Days (in first 2 months).

· Successful completion of the Academic Integrity Module (in first 2 months).

· A needs analysis to determine training and other requirements that must be completed before candidature can be confirmed (in first 4 months).

· Completion of a health and safety risk assessment and training for any laboratory/studio/field and related work activities.

· Undertake Diagnostic English Language Needs Assessment (DELNA) online screening. If a full assessment is advised, complete full diagnostic test and participate in any language enrichment recommended by the DELNA Language Advisor (in first 2 months).
