e - There is no direct entry to MBChB, BMedImag (Hons), BOptom and BPharm. Applicants for the MBChB must first complete Year 1 of either the BHSc or the BSc in Biomedical Science, or have completed another degree approved by the Faculty of Medical and Health Sciences. Applicants for the BOptom must
complete at least one year of study as part of the University's Bachelor of Science (Biomedical Science), including the prescribed core courses , or have completed another degree approved by the Faculty of Medical and Health Sciences. Applicants for the BPharm must complete an appropriate first year programme
including the prescribed BPharm Part one courses (or equivalent) in either the Bachelor of Health Sciences (BHSc) or the Bachelor of Science (BSc) at the University of Auckland, or have completed another degree approved by the Faculty of Medical and Health Sciences.

* - The Faculty of Engineering will give consideration to students who missed out on admission to BE(Hons) who are able to demonstrate sufficient ability in engineering-related and approved study, in the BSc programme for admission in Semester 2. Please see here for more information. Admission into Semester 2
is by selection subject to availability.

. Australian National University Foundation Studies: Score calculated over all study, minimum of 65% required in English.

. University of Adelaide College Foundation Studies Program: Grades calculated over all study, minimum of 65% required in English for Academic Purposes. Mathematics requirement can be met through: Mathematical Methods or Specialist Mathematics.

. Foundation Studies - Trinity College, University of Melbourne: Grades calculated over all study, minimum score of 65% required in English. Mathematics requires completion of Mathematics 1 and Mathematics 2.

. Monash University Foundation Year: Score calculated over all study, minimum of 65% required in English. Mathematics can be Mathematics or Advanced Mathematics.

. University of New South Wales Standard Foundation Studies Course and Transition Program Online: Grades calculated over all study, minimum of B- required in English. Mathematics requirement can be met through: Maths S(Science).

. University of Queensland Foundation Studies Program: Extended and Standard Program are accepted. Grades calculated over all study, minimum score of 5 required in English.

. University of Sydney Foundation Program: Grades calculated over all study, minimum of B- required in English. Mathematics requirement can be met through: Mathematics (Science) A + B or Advanced Mathematics A+B. Physics, Chemistry and Biology require A+B to both be completed.

. University of Western Australia Foundation Program: Extended and Standard Program are accepted. Grades calculated over all study, minimum score of 65% required in English. Where a subject is specified all units are required to be completed. Human Biology is an acceptable alternative to Biology.
. University of the South Pacific Foundation Year: Foundation Studies Program in Arts, Business or Science is acceptable. Grades are based on the GPA over all study; no grades are to be lower than C.

10. National University of Samoa Foundation Certificate: Minimum grade of C1 in HENO04 Foundation English is required. Foundation Certificate in Nursing is not accepted for entrance.

11. NCC Education Level 3 International Foundation Diploma for Higher Education Studies: Score calculated over all study. Further English proficiency evidence required to meet Undergraduate English language requirements such as an approved English Language Test.

12. Kings Advanced Level Foundation: Scores are calculated on the best of three elective subjects. Minimum 60% grade required in Communications and Study Skills
13. Northern Consortium UK - International Foundation Year: Grades over three academic modules. Minimum C grade in English and no component score below D is required. Mathematics requirement can be met through: Mathematics for Engineering, Mathematics for Science or Further Mathematics.
