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FRENCH UNIVERSITY SYSTEM 

The courses that are offered at Jean Moulin Lyon 3 University are based 
upon the European education system and follow the Bachelor-Master-
PhD format.

Bachelor 

Undergraduate degree obtained after 3 years of successfully completed 
studies, accessible with a baccalauréat or equivalent.
Bachelor = 3 years = 6 semesters (S1 to S6)

Masters

Postgraduate degree obtained after 5 years of successfully completed 
studies, accessible with a Bachelor degree or equivalent.
Masters = 2 years = 4 semesters (S1 to S4)

PhD

Postgraduate degree obtained after 8 years of successfully completed 
studies, accessible after a Master degree.  
PhD= 3 years

Semesters

All degrees are broken up into semesters.
One semester = 30 ECTS (European Credits Transfer System) credits.

Course structure 

Classes are broken up into lectures or Cours Magistraux (CM) which 
usually take place in amphitheatres, and tutorials or Travaux Dirigés (TD), 
which are carried out in smaller groups involving practical work exercises.

Semesters are composed of different course units or Unités 
d’Enseignement (UE), from which you can choose:

	 UEF | Unité d’Enseignements Fondamentales = core subjects.
	 UEC | Unité d’Enseignements Complémentaires = additional 

course units, complementary to UEF units.
	 UEO | Unité d’Enseignements d’Ouverture = advanced course 

units (initiation and consolidation subjects).
